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Diagnosis

Right breast lump, excision ~

Metastatic sarcoma, consistent with metastatic
alveolar soft part sarcoma.

Previous history of alveolar soft part sarcoma of the
thigh.
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Breast sarcoma

* Primary breast sarcoma is uncommon and
encompasses a heterogeneous group of tumours,
of which angiosarcoma is the most common.

 Differential diagnoses ~
» Spindle cell metaplastic carcinoma.
* Malignant phyllodes tumour.

 Clinical correlation and radiological workup are needed.
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
